Niniejszy stownik stara sie wyj$¢ naprzeciw tym nowosciom, odnotowujac
najnowszg terminologie rowniez w bardziej specjalistycznych dziedzinach, takich jak Internet,
telefonia komérkowa, podrézowanie, architektura czy sporty ekstremalne. Charakterystyczna dla
internetowej komunikacji jest ikonizacja (ang. iconization). Przykiadem moze by¢ koperta
symbolizujgca poczte email, filizanka obrazujagca kawiarenke internetowg czy domek
symbolizujgcy strone domowa. Urzadzenia typu palmfony (ang. palmphones) czy smartfony
(ang. smartphones) to teraz nie tylko narzedzia do rozmowy gtosowej, ale multimedialne i
wielofunkcyjne maszyny, dzieki ktérym mozemy stucha¢ muzyki, oglada¢ filmy, surfowac po
Internecie czy robi¢ i obrabia¢ zdjecia. Rzeczywisto$¢ rozszerzona (ang. augmented reality)
pozwala na nakfadanie komputerowo generowanej grafiki na obraz swiata widziany kamera, np.
telefonu. Voluntourism to potgczenie podrdzowania z pracg na rzecz miejscowej ludnosci lub
przyrody. Set jetters to podrdzujacy, ktdrzy sg w stanie zaptaci¢ niemal kazde pienigdze, zeby
poczuc sie jak bohater ulubionego filmu. Aby zrozumie¢, o czym mdwig eksperci od iPodéw albo
samemu zostac takim ekspertem, trzeba rozszyfrowaé znaczenia takich stéw jak audioksigzka
(ang. audiobook), synchronizacja (ang. sync) lub podkast (ang. podcast). Zwolennicy sportow
ekstremalnych nie ustaja w wymyslaniu nowych dyscyplin. Zimowe wersje letnich sportéw,
letnie wersje sportéw zimowych, nowe kombinacje rdéznych rodzajéw desek (airboard,
longboard, skimboard), z zaglem lub z latawcem, nie pozostajg bez wptywu na rozwdj nowego
stfownictwa w tym zakresie. Pojawienie sie nowych stéw czesto nastrecza trudnosci wynikajace z
ograniczen w ich zdefiniowaniu. Definicje majg niestety to do siebie, ze przedstawiajg tylko
niewielki wycinek rzeczywistosci.

Stownik uwzglednia wyrazy ztozone, ktérych znaczenie jest fatwe do
rozszyfrowania (dark-horse, order-taking, risk-averse) jak i takie, ktére mogq nastreczac
trudnosci (low-end, out-of-the-box, poison-pill), w szczegdlnosci nowe znaczenia
wyrazow ztozonych, sktadajacych sie z dwdch rzeczownikéw: action item, climate canary,
sleeper cell, czy przymiotnika i rzeczownika: round file, silver surfer, strong meat.



Ponadto, stownik stara sie uwzgledni¢ silne tendencje do przeksztatcania jednych czesci mowy w
inne, np. rzeczownikdw w czasowniki: dimension - wymiarowa¢, nuance - niuansowaé,
przymiotnikdw w rzeczowniki: ambient - muzyka ambientowa, massive - grupa (np.
